LANGUAGE

[bookmark: _GoBack]Get your child using the following words confidently and accurately:
· equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most and least.

· long/short, longer/shorter, tall/short, double/half

· heavy/light, heavier than, lighter than

· quicker, slower, earlier, later

· before and after, next, first, today, yesterday, tomorrow, morning, afternoon and evening

· recognise and use language relating to dates, including days of the week, weeks, months and years


COUNTING

· Say a number and ask your child to say the number that is 1 more and 1 less than your number (do this with numbers up to 100).

· Count in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s (up to 100)

· Read and write numbers to 100 in numerals.

· Read and write numbers from 1 to 20 in words (not necessarily spelt correctly).
DIY/FIXING/MAKING

· Measure with a ruler and begin to record lengths and heights in centimetres/metres

COOKING/KITCHEN/
FOOD

· Recognise, find and name half using shapes, objects and quantities (e.g. sweets in a packet)

· Recognise, find and name a quarter using shapes, objects and quantities (e.g. carrots in a bag)

· Measure ingredients using simple scales and equipment and start to talk about grams/kilograms
· Measure water/other liquids using simple scales and equipment and start to talk about millilitres/litres



OUT AND ABOUT/
AT THE SHOPS

· Tell the time to the hour and half past the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times.

· Recognise and know the value of different coins (including counting coins), 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p, 50p, £1, £2 and notes.
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
