LANGUAGE

Get your child using the following words confidently and accurately:

· greater than, less than, equal to

· read and write numbers to at least 100 in words and numbers



COUNTING/
CALCULATING

· Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100
· Count in steps of 2, 3 or 5 from 0, forward and backward
· Count in 10’s from any number, forward and backward
· Quickly say times table facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables
· Use the 2, 5 and 10 times tables to make up division sentences (e.g. if 2 x 4 = 8 then 8 ÷ 2 = 4)
· Recognise that multiples of 2 are always even, multiples of 5 end in 0 or 5 and that multiples of 10 always end in 0.
· Give your child a group of numbers and see if they can spot multiples of 2, 5 or 10 using the rules above
DIY/FIXING/MAKING

· Compare and order lengths and heights in centimetres and metres

· Estimate and measure lengths and heights in cm/m using rulers and tape measures accurately

· Estimate and measure weights of items in grams and kilograms using measuring scales

· Estimate and measure water and other liquids in litres and millilitres using measuring jugs

· Draw lines and shapes using a ruler

COOKING/KITCHEN/
FOOD

· Recognise, find and name the fractions 1/3, 1/4, 2/4 and 3/4 using shapes, objects and quantities (e.g. sweets in a packet)


OUT AND ABOUT/
AT THE SHOPS

· Estimate and measure temperature using thermometers

· Tell and write the time to five minutes (e.g. five past, ten past, quarter past, twenty past, twenty five past, half past, twenty five to, twenty to, quarter to, ten to and five to)

· Remember the number of seconds in a minute, minutes in an hour and hours in a day 

· Recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p) and combine coins and notes to make different amounts of money
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· Find different combinations of coins and notes that make the same amount
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
