        (These are skills that a child should be able to do at the end of year 3)

LANGUAGE

Get your child using the following words confidently and accurately:

· o’clock, a.m, p.m, morning, afternoon, noon and midnight

· Read and write numbers to at least 1000 in words and numbers

· Read Roman numerals to 12 (I, II, III, IV, V, VI, VII, VIII, IX,X, XI, XII) – watches/clocks are a good place for this




COUNTING/
CALCULATING

· Count from 0 in 4’s, 8’s, 10’s, 50’s and 100’s

· Give your child a number and ask them what 10 or 100 more/less than the number would be

· Quickly say times table facts for the 2, 3, 4, 5, 8 and 10 times tables

· Use the 2, 3, 4, 5, 8 and 10 times tables to work out division facts (e.g. if 4 x 8 = 32 then 32 ÷ 4 = 8)

· Give your child a set of numbers and ask them to find a multiple of 2, 3, 4, 5, 8 or 10 using their properties (e.g. multiples of 8 are always multiples of 4)
DIY/FIXING/MAKING

· Measure, compare, add and subtract lengths using millimetres, centimetres and metres

COOKING/KITCHEN/
FOOD

· Recognise, find and write fractions of a group of objects using halves, thirds, quarters, fifths, eighths and tenths (e.g. find 3/5 of a packet of biscuits)

· Measure, compare, add and subtract weights using grams and kilograms

· Measure, compare, add and subtract with water and other liquids using millilitres and litres


OUT AND ABOUT/
AT THE SHOPS

· Compare the duration of events (e.g. calculate the time taken for a journey based on start and finish time)

· Tell and write the time from an analogue clock (a clock with hands)

· Estimate and read time to the nearest minute

· Recall the number of seconds in a minute, minutes in an hour, hours in a day, days in each month, year and leap year
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· Add and subtract different amounts of money to give change
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
