        (These are skills that a child should be able to do at the end of year 4)

LANGUAGE

· Read Roman numerals to 100 (these are often shown on clock faces and at the end of a TV programme or film to show the copyright date)
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· Find out how the number system changed over time to include 0 and place value and where the numbers that we use today came from




COUNTING/
CALCULATING

· Order and compare numbers up to 10,000
· Count in multiples of 6, 7, 9, 25 and 1000
· Count backwards in 1’s through 0 to include negative numbers
· Give your child a number and challenge them to find 10, 100 or 1000 more or less than the given number
· Quickly say all times table facts up to the 12 times table
· Use times table facts to work out division facts (e.g. if 6 x 8 = 48 then 
48 ÷ 6 = 8)
· Give your child a set of numbers and challenge them to find the multiples of a certain times table, using their properties to find them (e.g. the digits of multiples of 9 add to make 9)
DIY/FIXING/MAKING

· Measure and compare, converting between millimetres, centimetres and metres (e.g. 23mm = 2.3cm)
COOKING/KITCHEN/
FOOD

· Recognise, find and write fractions of a group of objects using a range of fractions (e.g. 2/5 of a packet of sweets, 7/8 of a packet of biscuits, 3/7 of a bag of carrots etc.)

· Weigh items and convert between grams and kilograms (e.g. 1.3Kg = 1300g)

· Measure water and other liquids and convert between millilitres and litres (e.g. 3.6L = 3600ml)

OUT AND ABOUT/
AT THE SHOPS

· Compare and order amounts of money

· Calculate with money

· Read and write time, using analogue and digital clocks

· Convert between 12hr and 24hr times

· Read and understand information presented in tables, bar graphs, charts etc.
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
